1. LEGAL STATUS OF OFFICE BEARERS DOING DUTY AT BA EVENTS
1.1. BA Delegates and T.O.’s must be an affiliated member of a BA Club (License Number)

1.2. T.O.s must be present at the T.O.s workshop beginning of the year and the Road running workshop (Referees Rules Discussion) at the end of the year.

1.3. BA Delegates must be A Member of the BA Road Running Commission.

2. CLOTHING AT ROAD RUNNING EVENTS
2.1. Jeans/ Boland Athletics Track Suite/  Golf Shirt/ Rain Jacket

2.2. Reflector Jacket for Referees and T.O’s

3. ADMIN AT ROAD RUNNING EVENTS
3.1. BA TECHNICAL OFFICIALS COMMITTEE
The Road Running Duty List will be the responsibility of the T.O. Committee.

3.2. BA DELEGATE
3.2.1. The BA Delegate will be the official representative of Boland Athletics at BA races.

3.2.2. The duty lists of the BA Delegates will be the responsibility of the R.R. Commission.

3.2.3. The BA Delegate will collect a copy of the previous year’s Referee Report from the BA Office before the event and study it before the race. The evaluations should be based on progress made from one year to another.

3.2.4. Delegates that do not turn up, or turn up late for duty will be withdrawn from the duty list for future events with immediate effect until the reason for the failure of duty is established.
3.3. BA CHIEF REFEREE
3.3.1. The BA Referees will collect a new Referee Report Form from the BA Office before the event.

3.3.2. The Chief Referee will communicate with the Event Organizer and the BA Delegate before the day of the event to prepare the Event Organizer for their visit. The Referee Report will be the point of discussion.

3.3.3. The Chief Referee will collect the watches, clocks, all the necessary documentation and temporally licenses at the BA Office and sign for it at least 1 day before the start of the event
